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1. Introduction 
SME Trades can be executed using CSE’s latest trading software, GWS. SME trading operation is also 

similar to CSE’s regular trading operation. In GWS, to facilitate SME Trading, a separate Market Watch 

for SME, namely, “SME Watch” is added. Latest trading software GWS can be obtained from the below 

link:

2. SME Qualified Investor Registration / Migration 
Users have to send a request to the exchange for marking an investor as “Qualified Investor” using the 

participant’s “SysAdmin” role. After approval from the exchange, an investor will be marked as 

“Qualified Investor.” Post-approval, one business day is required to reflect the changes in the OMS. 

Steps for “Qualified Investor” registration/migration: 

• From “SysAdmin,” navigate to System Masters → SME Maintenance  

• Here, users will find all registered Client Codes by availing “ALL” from the “option” and clicking 

“Submit.” Users may also enter a Client Code in the “Client ID” option to find a specific client code.

• Users have to check the “Enable/Disable” combo box and click confirm to enable the investor. 
 

• Users will get the confirmation “Record submitted successfully.”

Users may register new investors through the regular investor registration process and follow the above 

process to migrate the investors to SME. 

3. SME Market Watches 
SME scrips can be traded in Normal, Spot, Bulk & Auction watches. 

3.1 SME Normal Market Watch 
SME normal watch can be accessed from the below menu:

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2.2 SME Spot Watch 
SPOT SME scrips will be available in GWS’s “Spot Watch” along with Normal market scrips. In this case, 

SME scrips can be identified by respective SME scrip names.

2.3 SME Bulk Watch 
SME scrips are also available in CSE’s “Bulk Watch” along with Normal market scrips. In this case, SME 

scrips can be identified by respective SME scrip names.

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3. SME Trading 
SME Trading operation follows the usual standard GWS trading operation. Users can place buy/sell 

orders like normal market scrips from “SME Normal Watch,” “Spot Watch,” “Bulk Watch,” and “Auction 

Watch,” respectively for SME Normal, Spot, Bulk, and auction boards. 

3.1 SME Order Entry for “Normal/Spot Board” 
SME “Normal” and “Spot” orders can be placed by selecting SME scrips from “SME Normal Market 

Watch” and “Spot” watch, respectively, using the default GWS buy/sell order shortcut F2/F3.

3.2 SME Order Entry for “Bulk/Auction Board” 
SME “Bulk” and “Auction” orders can be placed by typing required SME scrips in the “symbol” column of 

“Bulk” and “Auction” watch’s order entry for placing “Bulk” and “Auction” orders, respectively.

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3.3 Order Book, Trade Book, Order Summary & Trade Report 
Like regular trading operations, placed SME orders/trades can be found in Local Trade Book, Trade Book, 

Order Summary, and Trade Reports. Users may customize Order Book, Trade Book, and order summary 

to add the “Board” column to filter “SME Normal” orders.
